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Success Factors of Fish Farms in Some Villages of Buhira Governorate

ABSTRACT 

The study aimed to identify the social and economic characteristics of the owners of fish farms and their 

fish projects, determine the degree of success of these projects and the factors related to them, and identify the 

most important problems, they face and they proposals to solve them. The study developed several research 

hypotheses of the relationship of some social and economic variables to the degree of success of fishiers 

projects. The filed study was conducted in four villages in the behira governorate on a random sample of 152 

fish farm owners using a questionnaire specially prepared to achive the objectives of the study. The results 

indicated that the percentage of successful projects amounted to 52.6% compared to 47.4% failed projects, and 

that the most important factors for the development the fish farms are: availability of production and marketing 

facilities and improving the economic level of the owners of fish farm. Finally, the study presented proposals 

to improve the conditions of fish farm owners, and activate their role in developing the local rural economy.  
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
